The Seton Rocks Scholarship Awards will be given out at the SCC awards ceremony in
June.

Requirements

1. The applicant must be an SCC graduating senior who has been accepted into either a 2-
or 4-year college.

2. The applicant must have attended SCC and participated in the performing arts program
for a minimum of 3 years. (This can include Band 1, Stage Band, Chamber Group, Pep
Band, Select Choir and Swing Choir).

3. The applicant must be planning to continue with their performing arts in college. A
major or minor in music is not required, just some level of participation.

4. The applicant must fill out the required scholarship form and submit it to the SCC
Guidance Dept. no later than Tuesday May 122, 2026.

5. Participation in any of the Seton Rocks fundraising events is not required yet is
encouraged.
